Some of these may
prove to be valuable temporary
solutions that will alow the hometo be
livable and/or rentable before the
drywall is able to be

removed. However, we need to watch
out for scams. Before you spend any
money on a"solution" make sure you
do your homework and the product or
service has been verified by a 3rd party
environmental company or testing lab
holding necessary certifications and
credentials. Hereisalist | am currently
tracking in no particular order:

. Sabco's RISS system (http:/
Www.risssystem.com/) - The
system that attachesto the air
handler claimsto clean the air
faster than the drywall off-
gasses reducing the gasses to a
nominal level. A typical
installation might be about
$6,500 and $200 every few
months or so for maintenance.

4. Condos with Tainted/Reactive Chinese Drywall

EAS board president of a condo association with 80 tainted units, | am actively involved in
dealing with all of the related association issues and trying to find time for my personal units.
Condo's are unique in the sense that there is a shared responsibiltiy with the drywall depending
on how the documents were written. Our documents read that the association is responsible for
the perimeter drywall and unit owners are responsible for the interior partition walls between
the rooms. This gets quite complicated on how to handle the issue. We made a board decision
to be proactive with the builder and to handle the entire issue for all affected residents.

We had all the units inspected in tandem with the builder to determine 61% of the units were
tainted and spread through 7 of 8 buildings. The inconsistency in tainted unitsis due to the fact
we had 3 different drywall suppliers. Therefore, thereisamix of fully tainted, blended and non-
tainted units. Upon realization of their situation, the builder has since stopped any further
negotiations and we were forced to retain attorney's and insurance claims consultants. Here are
some of the things we are working on:

. Remediation financing through special services districts (banks |oan to services district
and then services district collects payments through property taxes)

. Sales of tainted unitsto buyers of distressed properties. Unit owners simply get out of
note obligations and buyer takes over.

. Temporary solutions to allow unit ownersto livein or rent their units.

. Push hard for early litigation and insurance claims processing and associated litigation.

. Work with local property appraisers office for property tax relief. Unitsthat sold for
$230,000 were short selling for $85,000. Tainted units are expected to be appraised at
about $15,000 to $20,000. St Lucie County Property Appraiser Jeff Furst received a
standing ovation after his speech at our Town Hall meeting. (see below for link to audio
transcripts)

We had a town hall meeting to introduce our attorney's and insurance claims
consultants to the unit owners, tenants and others involved. It was very informative
for all. | gave a historical accounting of the boards activities and situation. Our
consultant team explained the current state of the issue and their respective plans of
attack. | have been attempting to form a Condo Coalition to help each other deal with
this very challenging and time consuming issue. If you are part of a condo with
tainted/reactive drywall, feel free to contact me so we can share resources. A full
audio transcript of the meeting is available here.

. Sabre's chlorine dioxide
treatment to tent the home.

They are claiming success at
about $15 to $20/sf (http://www.
nbc-2.com/Global/story.asp?
S$=10943965) (http://www.
sabretechservices.com/)

. Abshield's coating and fogging
treatment claims to modify the
off-gassing at the surface of the
drywall.(http://www.abshield.
net/
chineseDrywalllssue Abshield.
shtml) - Costs are about $11/sf -
see Karen's newsletter for more
information.

. Electrocorp air filtration
equipment: http://www.
chinesedrywallsolution.info/

. A company in south florida
claimsto have verified
their coating prevents the odor
and corrosive affects. They have
proved it works but are verifying
how long it will work. They are
due to release information early
next week.

. A company that claimsto be
able to modify the problematic
chemical compounds on the
molecular level. (This company
is not ready and asked not to
release any information)

. Cost'sto replace drywall may
range from $40 to $55/sf.
Protocols are till being debated.

For those not aware, | am the
president of a condo association
that has 80 tainted units and we
are desperate for a temporary
solution that is substantiated in
order to allow unit owners to either
live in their units or be able to rent
them to tenants. We are getting
more and more owners "walking
away" from their units and it is
causing issues with the
maintenance fees etc. Let me know
if anyone has any luck with any of
the above solutions or knows of any
others that I can investigate.
